Quantity (ID/IQ).  The transition to ID/IQ meant that the 
HSMS associates had to be more aware of contract language, 
deliverables and schedule. The approval cycle for each 
delivery order under this type of contract also proved to be 
much more time-consuming forcing the HSMS associates to 
look into the future, forecast the potential work and begin the 
delivery order process earlier than the TD process. Nancy took 
it upon herself to help ease this transition.  She arranged for 
training sessions on the requirements of a delivery order and 
how to write one.  She has worked tirelessly with individual 
engineers to ensure the language of the delivery order is 
acceptable.  She meets one-on-one with the initiator of a 
delivery order and helps them understand the requirements. 
She has taken work home on the weekends and in the 
evenings.  She expedites the approval process by supplying 
advance copies to the contract people in Windsor Locks.  In 
short, the struggle with the contract transition would have been 
much more difficult without Nancy's guidance. 
 
Nancy also spearheaded the contract consolidation effort of 
another major HSMS contract. In 2000, the HSMS parent 
office in Connecticut formed a strategic partnership with USA. 
All current contracts were to be consolidated into one major 
Hamilton Sundstrand/USA contract.  This included the HSMS 
WCS contract.  The other contracts in the strategic partnership 
have different contract clauses and requirements than the WCS 
contract.  
 
Nancy took the WCS contract, matrixed all of the clauses and 
compared them to the ones in the strategic partnership.  In this 
way, she provided insight into which clauses needed to be 
added, deleted or modified.  It was a major undertaking on 
Nancy's part.  Because of her work, the contract consolidation 
was completed ahead of schedule.  
 
 In addition to the previous accomplishments, Nancy has 
arranged for workforce training in such areas as ethics and 
timecard awareness which have greatly increased effectiveness 
in contract compliance.  In summary, not only has Nancy been 
an extremely valuable asset to HSMS, but through her 
professionalism and capability, she truly exemplifies the best 
in contract management.
